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Looking back with the Tavs

….from 5 to 40 years

5 years ago (January 2006)……The first team were 
disappointed to be beaten 2-1 by Holbrook Rovers
 (Jason Riley scoring) but bounced back with a

tremendous performance which earned a great 2- away win over Belstead Arms. A Daren Stevens header and a Kevin ‘Moggy’ Morrison spot-kick scored our goals.
However, we were blasted out of the Senior Cup 5-2 by Kings Head. ‘Moggy’ and trevor Hollinsworth scored the Tavs goals.

The reserves bowed out of the Sunday Shield against Kelsale SC 5-3 after extra time; the scores were level at 3-3 after 90 minutes, the Tavs having fought back from a 3-1 deficit with goals from Vaughn Gledhill, Mike Cura and Tim Atabaky.

A fine effort on a heavy pitch although the result was disappointing.

The reserve team showed more fighting spirit in a goalless draw against Colonials but were then beaten 1-0 by Murray Rangers. 

10 years ago (January 2001)……The first team began the New Year with a boost in their battle against relegation. Our record against St Clements had been dreadful previously and this looked set to continue with the Saints leading 2-0 with 20 minutes left to play.
But, as the Taverners News & Review of the day reported: “…..we had a lifeline when James Bullamore’s cross was handled and Andy Spivey scored from the spot. Some fine play from Bevan Burgess then put Richard Fuller through to beat the advancing keeper for the equaliser.”

We then secured another great point in a 2-2 draw away to Melton YCOB. With the score at half-time goalless, we grabbed the lead through a Gary Pilkington header. Melton took advantage of the slope to score twice but the Tavs fought back and a header from Andy Glover gained a vital point.

The reserves struggled to put much football together on their visit to Yoxford Wanderers and had the double misfortune of seeing a penalty award reversed to a free-kick outside the box and then conceding a dubious spot-kick themselves.

Our concentration was affected but we eventually gained a point when Duncan Southgate broke into the box and his low cross was swept in by Gary Pilkington.

We then relied on a late winner from Duncan Southgate to beat Melton YCOB reserves after the teams had been deadlocked at 2-2. Our earlier goals were both fine efforts from Tom Parker.
The reserves were then knocked out of the reserve Cup in a quarter final tie by Norbridge reserves. Gary Pilkington scored the Tavs goal on a morning when we lacked the passion and commitment for a cup game.

15 years ago (January 1996)……The first team was pushed deep into relegation trouble by a 2-1 home defeat by Dickerson. Gary Cunningham scored the Taverners goal.

Once again, Blue Circle at Great Blakenham was an unhappy venue for Taverners as we were beaten 6-2 by Stow Vandals. Matt Morling scored both our goals.

The reserves began the New Year with a 5-1 reverse at home to Hollesley United, the Tavs goal coming from Matt Morling. The reserves were drawing 1-1 with The lion (at home) when a late goal from Matt Morling seemed to have won us the points. However, an own goal in the dying moments grabbed a point for The lion. Duncan Southgate had scored the first Taverners’ goal. 

The reserves then visited a Guardian side managed by Steve Godden and a ‘battle royal’ ensued. The Guardian eventually won 3-2, the Tavs goals coming from Mike Ray and Bevan Burgess.

The reserve team’s hold on the Reserve Cup they had won the previous year came to a dramatic end in a home quarter final tie against Blakenham Chequers reserves. Blakenham held the lead until late in the game when the Tavs grabbed an equaliser with an effort from James Bullamore, wide on the right, which flew over the keeper. Extra time seemed a certainty until Blakenham broke away to score a late winner.

20 years ago (January 1991)…..The first team’s high hopes of promotion from Division 2 of the (then) SHE League faltered again with a 2-1 defeat away to Suffolk Punch, the winning goal coming in the final minute. Kevin Oxborrow had scored the Taverners goal. This poor sequence of results continued with a 3-1 reverse against Gotham, again at Whitton Sports Centre. Andy Spivey scored our goal with a penalty after Gary Cunningham had been fouled. Andy also hit the bar when we were 2-1 behind. However, Gotham scored their vital third goal as we pressed forward in search of an equaliser.

Our League Senior Cup run came to an end at the quarter final stage when we were beaten 4-1 by Stow Vandals at Cranes The score certainly didn’t flatter the Tavs as we battled well throughout. Gary Cunningham scored our goal.

The reserves were beaten 3-0 at home by BT Research but then took a point in a 2-2 draw with old rivals Armada reserves. Craig Sherwood scored our goal.

We then pulled off a great result, beating leading side Premier Pool by 6-1. Jamie Needham led the scoring list with four goals and our other scorers were Craig Sherwood and Justin Peartree.

25 years ago (January 1986)….. The first team began the New Year with a 0-0 draw against an improved Cranes at Gainsborough. Both teams had chances to win, Taverners being thankful for a headed goal-line clearance by Terry Pilbro. Our promotion hopes took a knock with a 2-1 defeat away to Debenham in a very physical encounter. Elwyn Scored the Tavs goal.

We returned to winning ways with a 2-0 victory over Claydon, although our task was made more difficult by the unfortunate dismissal of Terry Pilbro just before half-time. Terry subsequently won his appeal against the sending-off at a disciplinary hearing. The Taverners goals were scored by Chris Lushington.

Taverners reserves strode into 1986 with a 5-0 victory over Bucklesham Wanderers, the goals coming from Andy Glover, Stuart Webb 2, Gary Cunningham and Chris Voller. We followed this up with another emphatic win against Sutton United, our marksmen in a 5-1 scoreline being Danny Blackman 3 and Andy Glover 2.

Unfortunately, a surprise defeat at the hands of Orford Town was to follow, the scoreline being 2-0.
30 years ago (January 1981)……The seniors scored a heartening win over Italia Unita at Bourne Park, our scorers in a 6-2 scoreline being Mick Flude 3, Pat Elvin 2 and Glen Parker while Colin Dawson made a penalty save at a vital stage.

We gave a great deal of effort against Belle Vue Aces on a heavy King George V pitch but were beaten by a 6-1 scoreline which flattered our opponents. Mick Flude scored the Taverners goal.

As usual over the years, our match against Rampant Horse was a tough encounter with our opponents seeming more resolute after having one of their number sent off late in the first half. They were finally beaten when Mick Flude fired home from the edge of the box ten minutes from time. The month ended with a 0-0 draw away to second-placed PO Research.

The reserves began the year with an extraordinary match against EEB. With 30 minutes left, we trailed 5-1 and, as the 90 minute mark approached, we were 6-4 behind. However, the Tavs managed to grab a point in a 6-6 final scoreline. Our scorers were Bill Ormsby 3, Neil Bennett 2 and Chris Lushington.

Unfortunately, we were then blasted out of the Reserve Cup by Stowmarket Athletic reserves by 11-2. Our goals came from Neil Bennett and Bill Ormsby.

The reserves were on the losing end of a 3-2 scoreline a week later against Armada reserves. Bill ormsby and Brian Palmer were the scorers. We finished the month in style, beating Ipswich rangers by 7-0. Brian Palmer led the way with four goals followed by Steve Baker 2 and Bill Ormsby.

35 years ago (January 1976).....Our first game in 1976 was a taste of things to come as we slumped to a 6-0 defeat at the hands of Chantry YC on a heavy Ellenbrook Green pitch. We were also unfortunate to lose gallant goalkeeper Derek Nunn through injury.

We then suffered a 4-2 defeat against Manor House, our goals coming from Mick Flude and Paul Miller, before ending the month with a 3-1 reverse against Holbrook Rovers. Paul Miller scored the Taverners goal.

40 years ago (January 1971)……Taverners bounced back after their defeat at the hands of Harris Sports reserves with a solid display which saw Capel St Mary beaten 2-0 in a Gippeswyk League Division 3 game at Woolverstone. Russell Langham and Ross Turtill scored the Taverners goals.

We then visited Supply at Bader Close (another of the now-defunct grounds scattered around the town - in those days hosting Senior football on Saturdays). A 3-1 boosted our rise up the table, our goals coming from Mick Johnson, Martin Buck and an own goal. January was rounded off with a 4-2 home victory over Dagenham YC, our scorers being Martin Buck, Russell Langham and Mick Johnson.
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5 years ago (February 2006)………The first team only played one match during the month, losing 
4-1 to GA McGintys. Lee Riley scored his first goal for the club.

The reserves were beaten 3-1 by Pauls (Sam Vincent netting for Taverners) and the Tavs News & Review of the day reported that “the Ipswich supporters amongst us had our spirits revived as we watched the Town beat the Canaries in style on Sky”.......those were the days!

A 4-1 home defeat for the reserves at home to Orford Town (Simon Fisher scoring) was followed by a confidence-sapping 8-1 reverse at the hands of Fat Cat; Mike Curs scored for the Tavs.
The month ended with a 2-0 Reserve Cup exit at the hands of Rushmere CFC reserves.
10 years ago (February 2001)………The first team only played one game during the month, a most disappointing morning ending in a 3-1 defeat at the hands of Forum Pool after we had taken the lead through a superb effort from Gary Cunningham. 

The reserves travelled to Stow Pickerel with the bare eleven but produced a battling performance which merited more than a 5-1 defeat. Ray Sherman scored the Tavs goal.

A disappointing month ended with a 2-1 defeat at home to Worlingworth after great efforts had been made to clear the lines at a snow-covered Greshams. Gary Pilkington scored the Tavs goal, heading in a Carl Brame free-kick.

15 years ago (February 1996)……..Our battle against relegation from Division 1 (now Premier) continued with a heavy defeat - 8-2 - at the hands of Stow Vandals. Our scorers were Paul Oakshott and an own goal. The month continued in a similarly depressing vein, the Tavs being beaten 3-1 away to Melton YCOB (Gary Cunningham our scorer), 4-1 at home to Chars field (Mike Cura on target) and 5-0 at home to Heathfield.
The reserves produced a fine performance to beat Ipswich telephone Engineers 4-0, the Taverners goals coming from Mike Ray 3 and Duncan Southgate and followed this with a 4-1 win away to Aldridges. Our scorers were Mark ‘Bubble’ Smith and Toby Cousins 2. Walton Feathers were then beaten away by 3-0 (Toby Cousins 2 and Bevan Burgess scoring) before a tremendous month ended with a 6-0 home win against Wetherden Wanderers. Matt Morling 2, Mike Ray 2, warren Page and Duncan Southgate scored for the Tavs.

20 years ago (February 1991)…………. The first team emerged from a wintry spell of weather and a dreadful run of results to beat Felixstowe Dock by 4-1 at Cranes, the scorers being Gary Cunningham (with a first half hat-trick) and Terry Pilbro. We looked to have won our next game, away to RSSC Dales, when Simon Finch scored midway through the second half but Dales fought back to score a late equaliser and Tavs keeper Mark Moore had to be at his best in the dying minutes to retain a point.

The reserves had to produce a great fight-back to rescue a point against JTB in a final 1-3 scoreline. JTB had led 3-1. The Taverners goals came from Daren Stevens, Craig Sherwood and Steve Martin. A visit to RAF Wattisham ended in a disappointing 3-1 defeat, Jamie Needham scoring the Tavs consolation.

25 years ago (February 1981)……..The senior eleven’s promotion hopes were dented when they were beaten 1-0 at home by an unfancied 405. However, we returned to form to gain a point from a tough game against Felixstowe Spartans at a bleak Eastward Ho ground. Spartans had Neil Bennett in their ranks and he and the Tavs’ Pat Elvin still talk over their 90 minute midfield battle!

Terry Pilbro twice gave Taverners the lead but on both occasions the Spartans fought back to equalise.

Unfortunately, the team contrived another poor performance at home to relegation-haunted McDougall Rose and were beaten 2-1 to once again raise doubts about our promotion challenge. Terry Pilbro scored the Taverners goal.

The reserves began the month by entertaining fellow-promotion contenders St Margarets and a well-contested game finished all-square at 1-1, Tavs’ debutant Simon Ayers scoring. The team then established an all-time Taverners scoring record by beating East End by 12-0 at Gippeswyk Park, the goals coming from Simon Ayers 5, Stuart Webb 2, Ian Green 2, Chris Voller, Danny Blackman and Gary Cunningham.

30 years ago (February 1981)…….The Tavs kicked off with a 3-1 win over John Player reserves - always competitive opponents - with Mick Flude netting a hat-trick, including one direct from a corner.

A frozen pitch at Barking Tye caused the Tavs’ game against Gipping to be postponed a week later. We returned later in the season to win the re-arranged game, ironically in very heavy conditions.

We then drew with Northam Celtic 1-1 at Bourne Park and, after Pat Elvin’s early goal had been cancelled out, we were grateful for Colin Dawson’s fine efforts to help us hang onto a point.

A promising run was brought to an abrupt halt a week later when we were beaten 6-0 by Stowmarket Athletic reserves, five of the goals coming in a 12 minute spell at the start of the second half.

The reserves had to fight back from an early deficit against Rebels and finally won 5-1 with goals from Bill Ormsby 2, Ian Scott 2 and Brian Palmer. Another come-back was needed a week later against Sutton Plough and again Taverners ran out eventual winners, this time by 6-2. Ian Scott, Bill Ormsby, Brian Palmer, Steve Baker and Chris Lushington scored the goals.

Defences were very much on top the following week when the reserves met Lions Head, the teams finishing at 1-1. Steve Baker scored the Tavs goal. The second eleven produced a performance thought by many to have been their best up to that time - a 6-4 win over the long-unbeaten Sproughton Wild Man.

Bill Ormsby led the way with four goals - thereby scoring his seventh hat-trick of the season for the Club; a record which is still unbeaten. Our other scorers were Steve Baker and Neil Bennett.

35 years ago (February 1976)……. Taverners continued their poor Division 6 run with a devastating 10-2 defeat at the hands of Magpies on a frosty Gippeswyk Park pitch. John Davey and Paul Miller scored for the Tavs.
We then faced Magpies in the return and, in heavy conditions, regained some respect in a 0-2 defeat before finding real form with a ‘coupon-busting’ win away to Coastal Wanderers (now Orford Town) by 6-3.
The goals came from Paul Miller 2, Colin Last 2, Pat Elvin and a young Micky Parker.

We rounded off the month with another good result, a 4-2 victory over Kesgrave at Bourne Park with goals from Paul Miller, John Davey, Colin Last and Mick Flude.

40 years ago (February 1971)…..We began by reversing a recent defeat at the hands of Harris Sports reserves by beating them 2-0 at Chantry Park with goals from Ross Turtill and Russell Langham.

The Tavs then beat Kirton 4-0 at Woolverstone with Russell Langham - who had developed into a fine centre forward - scoring a hat-trick and receiving attention from the local press. Our other scorer was live-wire winger Adrian Dickerson.

Games against Italia Unita were always full of atmosphere - both on and off the pitch - and we enjoyed our visit to their home ground at Bourne Park by winning 3-1.
