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Looking back with the Tavs
….from 5 to 40 years

5 years ago (March/April 2005)……....The first team’s promotion quest received a setback with a single goal home defeat at the hands of Felixstowe Harpers. A free-kick just before half time was decisive.
A last minute headed goal produced more disappointment as the Tavs missed out at home to league leaders Copleston but we bounced back to beat Ipswich Police 3-1. The Police opened the scoring but the second half saw a complete switch in fortunes, as the Tavs News & Review of the day reported: 
“a long clearance deceived the police centre half – perhaps his only error throughout – and Trevor Hollinsworth waited for the ball to drop into his stride before arrowing it into the top corner.”

Trevor Hollinsworth and Tom Parker scored to make it 3-1.

A 5-4 win at Worlingworth was not without its nervy moments – Taverners led 5-2 just after half-time but were pleased to hear the final whistle as their advantage was whittled away. James Rice, Andy Spivey (penalty), James Bullamore 2 and Gary Pilkington scored our goals.

A fine 2-1 win over Ipswich Hospitals (goals from Daren Stevens and James Rice) boosted our promotion-push but we then produced a poor performance in losing 2-0 away to Colonials.
A six-pointer against Copleston followed and the Tavs gave a determined display, finally winning 2-0 with goals from Scott welton and Daren Stevens.

Promotion was finally ensured by a 4-2 win over Bourne Vale reserves, our scorers being Gary Pilkington, Scott Welton, Trevor Hollinsworth and Daren Stevens.

The reserves battled for a 3-2 win over fellow relegation-strugglers Copleston reserves with goals from Sam Vincent 2 and Mike Cura.

A poor performance saw the Tavs beaten 4-0 at home by Team Powergen but we came back to beat Orford Town 3-2. Mike Cura and Paul Strutt scored our first two goals and the winner came from a ‘Strutty’ spot-kick – the last kick of the game – after he had been fouled.

The return match was played a week later and ended in a thrilling 3-3 draw. Paul Strutt 2 and Daren Stevens scored the Taverners goals.
The reserves finally shrugged off their relegation worries with a 2-1 win over Trojans, via goals from Daren Stevens and Kevin Reilly.

A sporting game against Orford Sports ended the season with a 2-2 draw. Daren Stevens scored both Taverners goals.

10 years ago (March/April 2000)……....The first team began with a disappointing 2-0 defeat at the hands of Leiston Athletic which gave our opponents the initiative in the battle for promotion.

We then beat Hintlesham United 5-2 (away) with goals from Paul Oakshott 2, Gary Cunningham, Andy Bown and Trevor Hollinsworth. However, the Club's first competitive game under floodlights saw us beaten 2-1 by Debenham Leisure Centre with the Taverners goal registered by a Debenham defender.

The Tavs went into our visit to Leiston Athletic knowing that anything short of a win would  put them out of the promotion race. We responded with a 4-0 victory via goals from Paul Oakshott, Richard Fuller, Trevor Hollinsworth and Gary Cunningham although goalkeeper Alan Goodyear played his part with some superb saves.

We then produced another fine performance to beat Greyhound Athletic (away) by 3-2  after trailing 2-1 at half time. An own goal and Paul Oakshott's goals were followed by a dramatic winner from Richard Fuller in the dying minutes. Good goalkeeping was vital, on this occasion provided by Simon Markwell (back from University) who replaced the injured Alan Goodyear.

A 3-1 win over Trojans at the (now defunct) Hollies was enough to clinch promotion once more. Trevor Hollinsworth, Gary Cunningham and Duncan Southgate scored the goals - Trev's goal representing his 100th goal for the Club (scored in just 111 games).

Trevor scored twice more as the Tavs finished the season with a 3-3 home draw against also-promoted Greyhound Athletic, our other goal coming from Gary Cunningham.

The reserves started with a 3-2 defeat at the hands of Stoke Athletic, the goals coming from Gary Pilkington and a Carl Brame penalty. A 2-2 draw against Rivers SC followed (Andy Bown and an og scoring) but a depleted side were then beaten 6-2 at home by Capones. Tim Howard and Warren Page scored the Taverners goals.

We then beat SEH 4-3 at home with goals from Andy Bown 2, Gary Pilkington and Daren Stevens.

Pilky's goal provoked much comment. The News & Review of the day denied suggestions that either Yuri Gagarin or Douglas Bader got a touch although "there was definitely snow on the ball when it eventually returned to earth" to beat the SEH keeper. 

The season ended with a single goal defeat at the hands of Dickerson at a wet and windy Walton rec.

15 years ago (March/April 1995)……..The first team secured a point from a Division 1 (now Premier) visit to Port of Felixstowe but we saw a three goal lead (via goals from Mike Cura and Trevor Hollinsworth 2) disappear in the second half and it was the Tavs who were holding on at the end. An important 3-2 win over Felixstowe Trades & Labour Club followed, Mike Cura, Paul Oakshott and an own goal scoring.

We were then beaten 3-2 at home by Melton YCOB (Trevor Hollinsworth scoring both Taverners goals) but bounced back to beat Hadleigh Town, at home, by 2-0. Trevor Hollinsworth and Paul Oakshott scored for the Tavs.

It was as well that the Tavs had accumulated enough points to avoid relegation, because we were beaten in our last three games of the season. A 2-0 defeat away to Capel Plough was followed by a 3-1 reverse at Melton YCOB (Trevor Hollinsworth scoring his 23rd goal of the season) and the season ended with a 2-1 loss at S. Clements. Mark 'Bubble' Smith scored the Tavs goal.

The reserves continued their Division 5 campaign with a 2-1 defeat away to Monks Eleigh (Warren Page scoring) but bounced back to beat Sizewell Sports at home 2-1. Duncan Southgate and pat Elvin scored the Tavs goals. we then drew with SEH (away) 2-2, both goals coming from Neil Bennett before beating Aldridges, again away, by 2-0. The Taverners goals came from Gary Cunningham and Toby Cousins. The League campaign ended with a goalless draw with the Guardian (away).

There was, however, the Reserve Cup Final against Hintlesham United reserves left to play. This took place at Woodbridge Town FC, with the Tavs lining up as follows:

Tony Thomas, Stuart Godden, Pat Elvin, Warren Page, Bevan Burgess, James Bullamore, Neil Bennett, Andy Philpot, Toby Cousins, Shane Murrell & Gary Cunningham. (Sub used: Matt Morling, unused: Duncan Southgate, Robert Parker, Steve Willett and Michael Dwyer).

A 'Little Chef' breakfast set everyone up for a great day as the Tavs went on to win 2-0. Shane Murrell burst through to open the scoring late in the first half and Matt Morling clinched the Cup with a goal in the dying minutes. Skipper Bevan Burgess collected the Cup and the team was managed by Gary Cunningham.

20  years ago (March/April 1990)……..The first team's return to form saw them score an emphatic 7-1 win away to Monks Eleigh. Trevor Hedges 2, Daren Stevens and Gary Cunningham  4 scored the Tavs goals, one of Gary's being a superb effort as he collected the ball from a throw-in and broke towards the edge of the box before firing into the far corner.

Trevor Hedges and Gary Cunningham 2 were on target again as the Tavs beat Sizewell Sports 3-1 at Cranes and a 4-1 win over IPA clinched promotion back to Division 2 after two years in Division 3. Simon Finch, Andy Glover and Gary Cunningham 2 scored the Taverners goals.

We then struggled to a 1-1 draw with Fisons, a result which saw us finish in third position in the league; Stuart Webb scored the Tavs goal.

The reserves finished their Dvision 5 season with a 2-1 defeat at home to Aldridges. Ian Scott scored the Tavs goals.

25 years ago (March/April 1985)…....we began the month with a home match against Woodbridge West End and were beaten 3-2 after holding a 2-1 lead in the first half. Terry Pilbro and a Glen Parker penalty scored the Tavs goals. Further disappointment followed with a 4-1 defeat at the hands of Armada. Pat Elvin scored the Taverners goal with virtually the last kick of the game.

A visit to Holbrook Rovers saw Taverners in determined mood and a Paul Smith goal secured a 1-0 win. Our victory was somewhat overshadowed by an injury to Tim Howard, who sustained a broken bone in his elbow. We followed this with a good display at home to Felixstowe Spartans, Terry Pilbro netting a hat-trick in a 3-1 win.

A somewhat unlucky 1-0 defeat at the hands of old rivals Finchley Athletic was improved upon when the Tavs secured a 4-2 win over MacDougall rose. Steve Nunn, Pat Elvin, Elwyn Goulding and an own goal were the Taverners scorers.The first team's season ended with a farcical midweek friendly against Stowmarket Athletic reserves which ended 14-2 in Taverners' favour. Certain irregularities resulted in a league enquiry and the game was eventually awarded to Taverners....with a 0-0 official scoreline!

The reserves gave another improved performance at home to Park Vale and won 6-2 with goals from Elwyn Goulding 3, Gary Cunningham 2 and Andy Spivey. we followed this up with a 4-1 win over Ipswich Rangers, our scorers being Darren Lowe 3 and Danny Blackman.

A magnificent reserve team win over Blandford (via a single Gary Cunningham goal) came next and then a 4-2 victory over Felixstowe Trades & Labour (scorers Elwyn Goulding, Ian Scott and Danny Blackman 2) which ensured that the reserves would escape relegation. 

In fact, this represented the team's fifth successive win, which was a reserve team record, and number six followed, as the reserves finished the season with a 5-2 win over Bucklesham Wanderers. Danny Blackman, Elwyn Goulding 3 and Darren Lowe scored the Tavs goals.

30  years ago (March/April 1980)……The first team produced a solid performance to beat Ipswich Co-op 5-1 at Whitton rec., the Tavs goals coming from Dick Davey, Trevor Hedges, Pat Elvin and Mick Flude 2. the two sides met again a week later and drew 2-2, our scorers being Steve Baker and Chris Potter.

After a 7-6 defeat in a friendly against Blue Circle (Dick Davey, Steve Baker 2, Mick Flude 2 and Pat Elvin scoring) we visited Borough Engineers and won 2-1 with goals from Mick Flude and Steve Baker. The first team rounded off their season with a 3-2 win over John Player reserves at Bourne End, Steve Baker 2 and Chris Potter scoring the Taverners goals.

The reserves relied on a last-minute cross-country dash (by the editor, who had ensured the first team had the full Xl at Bourne Park before speeding across to Somersham, tying his football boots as he drove) to complete their line-up for a visit to Somersham reserves in a vital relegation clash. We played solidly and a Louis Newman hat-trick, plus a rare goal from Barry Jacobs, brought a 4-2 victory.

Louis equalled a Club record by scoring six times as the reserves beat Railway Tavern 8-1 at Nacton Stadium. Ian Scott scored his first goal for the Club and Dave piper was our other scorer.

We finished a season spent fighting the 'drop' by clinching promotion with a 5-0 win over EEB reserves. Louis Newman 2, Terry Pillbro 2 and Keith Newman scored the Taverners goals. A friendly against swan Thistle followed and a 3-3 draw saw goals from Louis Newman, Terry pilbro and an own goal.

35 years ago (March/April 1975)……Taverners made it six games without defeat by beating Eyke United 6-0 (our scorers being Paul Miller 2, Mick Flude, Pat Elvin, John Davey and Colin Last) but were on the receiving end a week later as Coastal Wanderers (now Orford Town) romped home 7-1. Our goal came Paul Miller. 

Two fine games against Copdock Hotel followed, the Tavs drawing the first 3-3 but losing the second clash 5-3. The scorers in both games were Mick Flude, Colin Last and Pat Elvin.

Against Magpies, we were forced to defend a swamp-like penalty area at the bottom of one of Bourne Park's most sloping pitches and found ourselves 7-1 behind at half-time. However, with the slope and ground conditions in our favour after the break, we fought back to a position of 6-7 only to allow Magpies a breakaway eighth goal near the end. Our goals came from Paul Miller 4, Mick Flude and Jim Butcher.

We ended the season with a superb 4-0 win away to old foes Rampant Horse, our scorers being Paul Miller, Colin Last, Don Muhs and a young Mick Parker (brother of Glen) - his first goal for the Club at the age of 15.

40 years ago (March/April 1970)…….On Easter Sunday afternoon, Taverners visited Blakenham and were beaten 2-1; John Steward scored the Taverners goal.

Our relegation to Division 3 of the Gippeswyk League was settled with a 2-1 defeat - at our Woolverstone home - at the hands of Waterside Works. On a bright afternoon, Keith Hubbard netted an early goal for the Tavs and our hopes were high. However, a spectacular own goal - well remembered by those maturer members of the Club who were playing - played its part in the Works’ fightback.

More looking back - 5 to 40 years -with the Tavs
5 years ago (September 2005)......the first team began their Premier Division season with a disappointing 1-0 defeat at the hands of Wickham Market but bounced back to win a Senior Cup 1st round tie against Belstead Arms. ‘Moggy’ Morrison and Liam Claydon scored the goals in a morale-boosting win.

The reserves only played one game during September, losing by a single goal against Dickerson at home.

10 years ago (September 2000)………The first team’s start to their Division 1 (now Premier) league season began disastrously, with a 5-0 defeat away to Debenham Leisure Centre and, although we produced a far better display against St. Clements at home, we were beaten 3-0.

An early goal from Paul Oakshott gave us hope of a good result away to Rampant Horse but our opponents came back strongly after half-time and eventually won 4-1.

A home Senior Cup tie against Royal Oak from Division 5 should have provided the ideal opportunity for the Tavs to ‘kick-start’ their season but we were beaten by a solitary goal to complete a dismal month.

The reserves felt they should have begun their season with a home win against Yoxford Wanderers, particularly when Danny Marsh gave us the lead from the penalty spot after being fouled himself. However, too many chances went astray and Yoxford fought back to equalise in the last minute.

When you have the advantage of the slope at Melton rec., you don’t normally expect to concede four goals, but this is what happened to the reserves against the YCOB reserves. A better display in the second half brought goals from Gary Pilkington and Andy Bown but Melton finally won 5-2.

An improved performance followed and the reserves were a little unlucky only to draw at home to Claydon, Ray Sherman seeing our best effort hit the bar.
15 years ago (September 1995)……..The first team had held onto their Division 1 status the previous season by winning the vital games against the lesser sides in the division. Unfortunately, they began this campaign with a 2-0 home defeat at the hands of Hadleigh Town, which immediately put pressure on the Tavs over the weeks ahead.

Facing the Blooming Fuschia the following week in the Sunday Cup, Taverners looked in trouble as they trailed 2-0 but they fought back to level at 2-2 through goals from Eamon Mongan and Robert Parker. Extra time saw the Fuschia well on top and they emerged 5-2 winners. We notched up our first win of the season with a 6-0 home victory over Felixstowe Harpers with goals from Toby Cousins, Mike Cura 2 and Gary Cunningham 3.

The Tavs News & Review of the day summed up the reserves’ faltering start to their first game against the newly promoted Worlingworth…..”the visitors were given a dream start when the Bullamores (James playing and Bob refereeing) combined to give them the lead from the penalty spot!”
However, the Tavs rallied to win 5-1 through goals from Matt Morling 2, Pat Elvin, Andy Philpot and Bevan Burgess.

The reserve team followed this with a good win away to The Lion, our scorers in a 

3-1  scoreline being Toby Cousins, Mike Ray and Paul Tankard. Our good start came to an end when Guardian - with ex-Tavs reserve team boss Steve Godden in charge - won by 3-1. Duncan Southgate scored the Taverners goal.
20 years ago (September 1990)…………. The first team began the season with perhaps the fastest goal of the day, Andy Glover heading in a free-kick fronm Kevin Oxborrow to give us the lead away to Norbridge. Although Mark Moore made a first half penalty save, Norbridge fought back to grab a point with a late goal. 
A home game against Armada followed and the Tavs were the winners via a lone Andy Snowling goal.

A 2-0 defeat away to Felixstowe Dock Athletic followed but the Tavs came back to beat Suffolk Punch 5-1 at home. Acting skipper Tim Howard led the side on his 200th appearance for the Club and our scorers were Trevor Hedges, Daren Stevens, Kevin Oxborrow, Andy Glover and an own goal.

We followed this with a 5-2 win over Hadleigh YCOB in the SEH League Senior Cup. Simon Finch led the way with a hat-trick, the Tavs other scorers being Terry Pilbro and Andy Glover.

The reserves conceded a first half goal in their season’s opener against 405 but fought back after the break and eventually equalised when Ian Green fired into the top corner. A tremendous game away to BT Research followed. BT scored first but Taverners had a fine second half and Ashley Watson marked his final game before leaving for University by netting a late equaliser.

The month ended with a 5-1 victory over Sutton United, the degree of our dominance being such that a 10-1 scoreline would have been about right. Our scorers were Justin Peartree 2, Neil Bennett 2 (1 pen.) and Warren Page.

25 years ago (September 1985)…. The 1985/86 season began for the first team with a 2-1 win over old rivals Blue Star. Terry Pilbro and Paul Smith scored the Taverners goals.

We followed this with a 3-2 victory over Crane Sports. Goals from Chris Lushington and Pat Erlvin put the Tavs in a strong position but Cranes came back to level the scores at  2-2.. Terry Pilbro was then on target with the winning goal for Taverners.

The reserves’ Division 7 campaign started with a visit from Felixstowe Trades & labour and two points were forthcoming with a 3-1 win. Glen Read, Stuart Webb and an own goal were our scorers. Angia Video were then beaten by 3-2 with goals from Elwyn Goulding 2 and Dickie Davies but we were then brought down to earth by a 2-1 defeat at the hands of John Player reserves. Chris Voller scored the Tavs goal. The month ended on a disappointing note, Queens beating the reserves by 2-1, our scorer being Daren Stevens with a penalty.
30 years ago (September 1980)……. A fight back from a 3-1 deficit was needed for the first team to beat Grass Eagles 4-3 in their opening match, Chris Potter, Martyn O’Leary and Pat Elvin 2 scoring oiur goals. We then overwhelmed Italia Unita at Bourne Park, Steve Baker 4, Martyn O’Leary 3 and Trevor Hedges hitting the target in an 8-3 scoreline.

We were then brought back to reality with a 7-2 defeat at the hands of Bellevue Aces. Martyn O’Leary and Chris Potter scored the Tavs goals. More disappointment followed with a 2-0 extra time defeat in the Sunday Shield at the hands of Orwell Rangers. 

The reserves certainly had a September they would prefer to forget. First, they were thrashed 8-1 at home by West End reserves (Mick Flude scoring) and then a visit to Eastern Electricity reserves brought a 6-2 revers. Bill Ormsby and Chris Lushington scored our goals. We then entertained GRE reserves and were again on the losing side, this time by 5-3 with Mick Flude 2 and Terry Pilbro scoring for Taverners.
35 years ago (September 1975)……. We began the season by playing host to a young Chantry YC side and it took a late headed goal from Jim Butcher to grab a point in a 3-3 scoreline. Our other goals came from Paul Miller and Pat Elvin.

We followed this with a 5-1 win over Rampant Horse at Needham Market, Paul Miller, Mick Parker, John Davey 2 and Kelvin Whitmore scoring the goals. Our first defeat of the new season followed, Holbrook Rovers winning 4-2 at Bourne Park. Paul Miller and Mick Flude netted for the Tavs.

40 years ago (September 1970)…..Our opening Gippeswyk League Division 3 game was away to Blue Circle and we were defeated by 3-1. John Steward scored our goal from the penalty spot.

The following week, Supply visited us at Woolverstone and a hard-working performance earned the Tavs a 2-0 win with goals from Ross Turtill and another John Steward spot-kick. A week later we visited Capel St Mary and, despite dominating much of the game, we were beaten 2-1. Our goal came from the outstanding Adrian Dickerson. We then drew 1-1 with Batsons at Woolverstone, John Steward scoring our goal.
